Approve Minutes from the April 15, 2014 Public Meeting and the April 15, 2014 Public Hearing

Chairman Cifonelli declared the Minutes of the April 15, 2014 Public Meeting and the April 15, 2014 Public Hearing approved and put on file.

The following variations are being requested in the petition submitted by the Biltmore Country Club, 160 Biltmore Drive, North Barrington, IL  60010:

ZONING VARIATIONS NEEDED:

ZR-10-11-2(A):        
No fence shall be located in a front yard.

The proposed fencing around the existing trash dumpster area is located in the front yard.  

ZR-10-11-2(B):        
Except as otherwise permitted or required by this chapter or by this code, no fence shall be more than forty two inches (42”) in height at any point, including vertical posts, columns, or pillars.

The proposed fencing varies in height from approximately six feet (6’) to seven feet (7’).

ZR-10-11-2(F):        
Every fence shall be constructed with at least fifty percent (50%) open space between the elements of which the fence is constructed in order that one may see through the fence when viewed in a direction perpendicular to the fence.




The proposed fencing has no open space between the 1x6 cedar boards.
Zoning Board of Appeals (ZBA) Chairman Cifonelli invited the applicant to address the Board and explain the proposed zoning variation. It was noted that the fence had been constructed and an 
after-the-fact permit was submitted. 
Brian Thomson, Golf Course Superintendent, Biltmore Country Club, addressed the Board and explained that the Biltmore Country Club requests approval for a fence to be erected around the existing trash dumpster as the fence would enclose and screen the dumpster.
Chairman Cifonelli stated that he visited the site and that the appearance of the fence is aesthetically pleasing.

ZBA Member Craig Shully asked whether there were specific zoning regulations for commercial businesses.

Chairman Cifonelli explained that Zoning Regulation ZR-10-11-2(A) was applicable to the subject property.
ZBA Member Valerie Chaviano asked whether a fence previously existed.  

Mr. Thomson explained that there was an existing gate/posts; however, the remainder of the dumpster was surrounded by arborvitae which was beginning to die.
There was brief discussion among the ZBA and Mr. Thomson about the possibility of planting shrubs around the fence. It was noted that the area is currently shaded.
Chairman Cifonelli stated that the Village received an inquiry from a resident who resides near the club who was notified of the meeting; however, it was noted that no one was in attendance at the meeting to object to the fence.

Chairman Cifonelli explained that a privacy fence is needed in order to hide the dumpster. The color of the fence is dark brown which blends with the vegetation.

There was brief comment about the history of privacy fencing within the Village.

Motion: Valerie Chaviano moved to approve the erection of a solid privacy-type fence in order to enclose and screen the existing trash dumpster at the Biltmore Country varying in height from approximately 6 ft. to 7 ft. by using the drawings/photos as submitted by the Biltmore Country Club; seconded by W. Gene McAlister.
