4.         Discuss the outcome of the Village Board meeting regarding the proposal for universal  

year round pick-up of organics in the Village

Chairman Aylward stated that the Village Board, “VB”, discussed the proposal for year round organics collection for all residents in the Village at the November VB meeting. She indicated that the VB felt that further education should be provided to residents regarding the program before making any changes to the current contract. Chairman Aylward stated that Steve and Mary Schweinsberg, Prairieland Disposal, presented an educational brochure to the VB. Members were of the opinion that the brochure be sent out to residents for educational purposes, and that the Village cover the cost for the mailing and printing. Chairman Aylward recommended that the E&H have follow up discussions in March/April, 2018 regarding the program. She mentioned that Prairieland Disposal will be revising the brochure, and providing it to the E&H for review.

Discuss plans for the spring clean-up event 

Chairman Aylward recapped the discussion at the last meeting regarding the spring event. She noted that there was discussion regarding possibly holding the event at the North Barrington School on April 21st. Ms. Lawlor indicated that she would contact the principal. It was noted that Susan Allman, Village Forester, would be organizing a tree planting in honor of Arbor Day, and the E&H would be providing activities for the children in attendance. There was discussion regarding various activities to offer, such as making a bird feeder, fairy garden, and planter. Chairman Aylward mentioned inviting Prairieland, and offering shoe, and electronics recycling. She stated that Mr. Schweinsberg also brought globe beach balls, and an organics cart on wheels at the last event. Trustee Andrew suggested having a project for a cub scouts badge. Chairman Aylward stated that she would advise Ms. Allman who generally works with the cub scouts. The E&H agreed on a deadline of March 21st for all preparations for the event, and discussed mailing a postcard one month prior to the event. Chairman Aylward indicated that for the last spring event the Village Forester provided a section to advertise the event on the 50/50 tree program mailer. She stated that she would request to possibly do the same for the upcoming event.

Chairman Aylward mentioned that she read an article in the Barrington Quintessential regarding coal tar sealants. She suggested possibly putting the information from the article on the Village website. Ms. Lawlor suggested reaching out to publishers, such as the Quintessential or other Barrington Magazines to request that an article be published in regards to organics recycling.
